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Professor Holbrook is a Clinical Professor of Law at the University of Utah’s S.J. Quinney College of Law where he teaches courses in interviewing, counseling, negotiation, mediation, arbitration, and trial advocacy.  Before joining the law faculty in 2002, he practiced law for 28 years, primarily in the areas of complex civil and federal white-collar criminal litigation.  Since 1987, he has mediated or arbitrated over 600 disputes dealing with a wide range of issues, including: accounting, Americans with Disabilities Act, banking, businesses and corporations, case consolidation and joinder, casinos, civil rights, collective bargaining agreements, computers, construction, consulting, consumers, contracts, employment, energy trading industry, entertainment, environmental, Employee Retirement Income Security Act, Fair Labor Standards Act, family, Federal Tort Claims Act, fire and flood damage, health care, insurance, intellectual property, international businesses, medical devices, municipal ordinances, multilevel marketing, oil and gas industry, partnerships, personal injuries and wrongful death, professional malpractice (accountants, attorneys, physicians, and property appraisers), real estate, securities, shareholder, sporting goods and equipment, taxation, telecommunications, trusts and estates, wills, and U.S. Olympic Committee-related sports organizations.  He also has served as a group facilitator, court-appointed settlement judge, grievance hearing officer, insurance loss appraisal umpire, and medical fair-hearing officer.  

Professor Holbrook is a member of the mediator and arbitrator panels of the United States District Court for the District of Utah and the ADR Office of the Utah Administrative Office of the Courts.  He is a member of the American Arbitration Association's (AAA) national mediator and arbitrator panels.  He serves on the AAA’s U.S. Olympic arbitration panel and he arbitrated an internationally reported case involving selection of the U.S. Olympic Short Track Speed Skating Team for the 2002 Salt Lake Winter Games.  He is a frequent ADR speaker and consultant, has taught mediator and arbitrator skills courses around the country and in India, and has numerous ADR publications.  In 2002, he received from the Utah State Bar its Peter W. Billings Award for Outstanding Dispute Resolution Service.  In 2003, he received the Master Mediator Qualification, as well as the Primary Mediator Trainer Qualification from the ADR Office of the Administrative Office of the Utah Courts.  In 2010, he received the International Academy of Mediators’ Sid Lezak Award for Excellence (presented annually to a mediator who best represents the furtherance of mediation).
Professor Holbrook received a B.A. in 1966 from Grinnell College where he was a member of Phi Beta Kappa and was awarded a Woodrow Wilson Honorary Fellowship. In 1968 he received an M.A. from Indiana University which he attended as a National Science Foundation Fellow. He fought in combat in Vietnam in 1969, for which service he was awarded the Bronze Star and Army Commendation Medal for Valor.  In 1974 he received a J.D. from the University of Utah where he was an article editor of the Journal of Contemporary Law.  After law school, he clerked for the chief judge of the federal district court for Utah and later served as an Assistant U.S. Attorney in Salt Lake City.
