I hold a joint appointment as an Associate Professor at the University of Utah College of Nursing and as a Pediatric Oncology Clinical Nurse Specialist at Primary Children's Hospital. I have over 30 years of experience as a pediatric oncology nurse and hold national certification as a pediatric oncology nurse. My research interests are in the area of symptom management and supportive care for children, adolescents, and young adults with cancer with attention to novel uses of technology to better understand the patient experience. One of my recently completed studies engaged school-age children with cancer and pediatric oncology clinicians in the co-design of a game-based symptom tracking app. Programming support for this app was provided by the University of Utah’s Therapeutic Games and Apps Lab (The GApp Lab). I am also a member of the Consortium to Study Symptoms in Adolescents and Young Adults (AYAs) with Cancer (CS2AYAC). This consortium is a group of nurse researchers in the United States with a shared interest in studying symptoms in adolescents and young adults with cancer. Our collective research has led to the development of the Computerized Symptom Capture Tool (C-SCAT), a heuristics-based recourse that supports AYAs in relating their symptom experience from their own distinct perspectives. I am also a member of the editorial board of the Journal of Pediatric Oncology Nursing.
