POPULAR RELIGIOSITY IN UTAH’S LATINO COMMUNITIES
Based on the study of Latino philosophers and theologians in the U.S., I designed a religious-ethno-exhibit on the celebration of Holy Week among Catholic Latinos in the state of Utah. These religious-cultural practices are manifestations of a syncretic religion that brings together the spiritual practices of indigenous populations with the theologies of western Christianity. As part of my research agenda, this exhibit reflects the tendencies of immigrants to reinterpret their traditions and give them a new meaning in the host country. Our first exhibit, in November 2016, reunited more than a thousand people who were able to share their understanding of present religious practices. This exhibit was also displayed at the Salt Lake Public Library in downtown and in several conferences of the Dioceses of Salt Lake City. Our next exhibits will be at the Marriott Library, Utah Valley University, and in thirty six parishes of the Dioceses of Salt Lake City. 
INVISIBLE NO MORE: LATINOS’ DIGNITY MARCH IN UTAH

With collaboration of Latino photographers and political leaders, I documented the Latinos’ immigrant rally in Utah. This historical event brought 43,000 people to the streets of Salt Lake City and surpassed all the expectations of political participation. The March was the force for social change regarding unauthorized workers.  In our first exhibit at the Salt Lake Public Library more than 3000 people visited our photographic  documentary.The exhibit was displayed in universities, community colleges, art and political venues, and Washington, DC.

WE REMEMBER. WE CELEBRATE. WE BELIEVE: A PHOTO HISTORY OF LATINOS IN UTAH.
Through pictures and visual documentation I recreated the history of Latinos since the pre-Columbian times to our days. The underlying intention was to bring scholarship to communities deprived of higher education and to promote tolerance and understanding in Utah. This photo-history exhibit was displayed throughout the state and the nation. More than 105,000 people visited our exhibit.
