	RESEARCH EXPERIENCE

	Studied incidence of CMV infection in patients with moderate-to-severe inflammatory bowel disease.

Research findings: Half of CMV PCR+ samples were H&E- / IHC-, reflecting high sensitivity and possible lack of specificity in intestinal tissue PCR testing for CMV. IHC testing detected CMV more frequently than did H&E. IHC+ / PCR+ status is associated with negative outcome, compared to IHC- / PCR+. Treatment of CMV in PCR+ patients did not affect clinical outcomes examined.
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
